How cub scouting works 
     Your boy is a member of a den.  A den consist of four to eight 
boys who meet according to their schedules.  A den leaders 
(usually a parent) is in charge of the activities which include 
games, crafts, songs, ceremonies and lots of fun. 
     Your boy is a member of a pack.  A pack consist of several 
dens and meets at least once a month.  The Cubmaster leads pack 
meetings, with Scots and their families in attendance.  The pack 
meeting is made up of fun activities as well as the presentation of 
awards that have been earned during the month.

What is the cost of Cub 

Scouting? 

     Boys and their parents are responsible for a 
$10 registration fee with the national Boy 
Scouts of American and also for purchasing a 
Cub Scout uniform.  Cub Scouts are also en-
couraged to subscribe to “Boy’s Life” maga-
zine.  A one-year subscription costs $12.00 
     Packs earn income by working on approved 
fund-raising projects such as popcorn sales.  
These projects can fund the pack’s activities for 
the entire year.  Financial assistance is available 
for families and for packs.  Cub Scouting also 
funded through voluntary Friends of Scouting.
