Who Is Eligible To Attend Wood Badge?

(Scouters who attended an earlier version of Woadig8 are welcome to come
again, with the understanding that you will pagate fully and work your ticket.)

Be Considerate of Other Visitors

“Leave No Trace” It's what Scouts should do! The seven principles listed above are not rules. They are the ethi-
cal principles that will guide us when we go out and experience the outdoors. The principles of Leave No Trace might
seem unimportant until you consider the combined effect of millions of outdoor visitors, including Boy Scouts. One
poorly located campsite or campfire may have little significance, but thousands of such instances seriously degrade
the outdoor experience for all. Leaving no trace is everyone's responsibility.

Scouting and Leave No Trace share a common commitment to the ethical use of the outdoors. To emphasize this
commitment, the Boy Scouts of America now emphasize knowledge and practice of Leave No Trace skills and ethics
as a part of Second Class and First Class advancement. Now you ask, “Where can | go to get that knowledge?”
Training on Leave No Trace Outdoor Ethics is now available in the Winnebago Council.

BSA Leave No Trace Trainer Course

This is a 16-hour course that is taught by Leave No Trace Master Educator, John Winter. People who attend this
course will receive recognition as Leave No Trace Trainers with training skills for both generic and Scouting audiences.
Graduates can teach the 3-hour LNT Awareness Training and fully meet BSA "Leave No Trace Trainer" National
Camp Standard. Youth qualify for Leave No Trace Trainer positions of responsibility in their troop, team or crew.
Adults and youth can attend one of two training sessions scheduled in 2011 at Eagle Lodge; the 20" to 21" of April or
the 15" to 16" of October.

Youth who attend one of the two Eagle Claw Youth Leadership Training High Adventures scheduled in 2011 will also
come away with this training, and recognition as a Leave No Trace Trainer. Eagle Claw, a 9-day high adventure back-
packing trek, is scheduled for the 15" to 23" of July and the 5" to 13" of August, in the Big Horn Mountains of Wyo-
ming.

Leave No Trace Master Educators Course

If you are already a Leave No Trace Trainer and want to make the next big commitment to Leave No Trace, a Leave
No Trace Master Educators Course has been scheduled for the 19" through the 27" of August. Participants who com-
plete this course will receive recognition as a Leave No Trace Master Educator & will be able to train Leave No Trace
Trainers in their unit, team, crew, or organization. This training will take place in the Big Horn Mountains of Wyoming.
