Famous Eagle Scouts Trivia

1. This Eagle Scout is an American politician and has been a Democrat in the United States "
House of Representatives since 1993, representing Michigan’s 1st congressional district.

2. This Eagle Scout is an American broadcast journalist. He is a senior correspondent for The
NewsHour with Jim Lehrer and host of the international news and analysis public radio pro-
gram, America Abroad. In more than 30 years in the news business, he has worked as a radio
reporter in London and Rome, a Los Angeles correspondent for CNN, and a reporter for the
NBC-owned station WMAQ TV in Chicago.

3. This Eagle Scout was the last of fifteen children. During the 1950s and the 1960’s, he became
one of American’s best known lawyers. He represented many controversial figures such as
Malcom X. He ran for Borough President of the Borough of Manhattan in 1965 and won with
80% of the vote. He served there until 1977. In 1971, he cofounded the Inner City Broadcasting Corporation.
He initiated the revitalizing of the legendary Apollo Theater in Harlem.

4. This Eagle Scout is a senior instructor at the University of Colorado at Boulder, an American aviator, and a
retired NASA astronaut. He flew aboard the Space Shuttle Atlantis on the STS-66; was a crew member of
STS-82, aboard the Space Shuttle Discovery; the STS-97 aboard Space Shuttle Endeavour; and finally STS-
115 aboard Space Shuttle Atlantis.

5. This Eagle Scout was born in Bartlesville, Oklahoma. He joined the BSA in 1931 and attained the rank of Ea-
gle in 1935. He attended Oklahoma A&M University and graduated in 1941 with a degree in business admini-
stration. He was a professional Scouter for 43 years who served as the seventh Chief Scout Executive of the
Boy Scouts of America.

6. This Eagle Scout is an American pianist and composer of pop and contemporary Christian music, as well as a
radio hot and television present. Besides playing keyboards (including the piano), he plays the trumpet and
sings, and has sold over 7 million records. His Radio show is syndicated on 360 stations and he is also known
as the longtime host of the television program Entertainment Tonight. He has previously worked as a sports-
caster for the Olympic Games, news anchor, and reporter. He has won 6 music Emmys, has 4 gold albums, 2
Grammy nominations and an Associated Press award for investigative journalism. His live concerts have
raised more than $20 million for PBS.

7. This Eagle Scout is Laotian-born Hmong politician from Minnesota and a member of the Minnesota House of
Representatives representing District 65A, which includes portions of the city of Saint Paul. In 1975, his family
fled from Communists in Laos and lived in a refugee camp in Thailand until moving to the United States in
1980. Shortly thereafter, he joined the Boy Scouts of America and attained the rank of Eagle Scout. He cred-
its Scouting with helping him blend into American society and teaching him the values of community obligation.

8. This Eagle Scout is the nom de plume of a Washing, D.C.-based journalist and writer who has written about
the Bush administration for ezines such as OpedNews, Alternet, and Online Journal since 2000. he has been
a longtime activist for social causes and liberal political issues.

9. This Eagle Scout is a retired colonel in the United States Air Force who was awarded the Medal of Honor for
valor in the Vietham War, for an air engagement on April 19, 1967. He was shot down two weeks later and
spent six years in captivity in North Vietnam as a prisoner of war. After his military service, he served one
term as a State Senator in the Washington State Senate.

10. This Eagle Scout is an engineer and has been chairman and chief executive officer (CEO) of Exxon Mobil Cor-
poration since January 1, 2006. After earning a B.S. degree from The University of Texas at Austin in Civil
Engineering, he joined the Exxon Company, U.S.A. in 1975 as an engineer. During his time at the UT-Austin,
he was involved in the Tejas Club, Longhorn Band, and Alpha Phi Omega.
